Creative Movement
Ages 3-5
The beginning of your dancer’s ballet
dreams! Join us for a 30 minute ballet class
that introduces the basics of ballet while
also incorporating fun, memorable games.
This is the perfect starting point for your
little ballerina to join our studio!

Pink ballet leotard with skirt, pink ballet
tights, pink ballet shoes, hair in a slicked
back ballet bun

Beginning Classes
Ages 5-9
Level 1 Ballet
This 45 minute, classical ballet class is where your
dancer will start to grow into a STAR! This level takes
the basics learned in Creative Movement and applies
them into classical ballet training that expands your
dancer’s ballet technique and terminology.
Attire:
Light blue ballet leotard, light blue ballet skirt, pink
ballet tights, pink ballet shoes, hair in a slicked back
ballet bun

Level 2 Ballet
Building upon the curriculum learned in Level 1, this
45 minute ballet class begins to incorporate the ballet
barre, taking your ballerina’s training to the next
level! You ballerina will continue to advance in her
knowledge of ballet terminology and technique while
also reviewing what she learned in previous levels.
Attire:
Light purple ballet leotard, light purple ballet skirt,
pink ballet tights, pink ballet shoes, hair in a slicked
back ballet bun




Beginning Worship
*Must be taken along with level 1 or level 2 ballet
One of our favorites here! We start our worship classes by
opening our Bibles and learning a devotional which was
written to match our song. Together, alongside our teachers,
we choreograph our dance, word by word, putting moves to
each lyric allowing it to turn into true worship! This is tailored
specifically for your ballerina’s age so that she can fully
comprehend turning her talent into worship. It is truly such a
precious class for your ballerina to be a part of!
Attire/Class Needs:
Level colored leotard with skirt, pink tights, pink ballet shoes,
hair in a slicked back ballet bun. Bible, journal, and pen also
needed!

Beginning Jazz

basics of jazz technique! From turns to jumps, your dancer will
learn to dance to the beat of the music and have FUN!
Attire/Class Needs:
Black or ballet class colored leotard, skirt, pink or tan tights,
black slip on jazz shoes, hair in a slicked back ballet bun

G Beginning Tap
If your dancer loves to move her feet to the beat of the music,
she will love our tap class! This thirty minute class introduces
the basics of tap to your dancer’s little feet!
Attire:
Black or ballet class colored leotard and skirt, pink or tan
tights, black shiny tap shoes

Beginning Hip Hop
This thirty minute class is filled with energy and FUN! Learn
the basics of hip hop technique where the fun never ends!
Altire:
Dance leotard, White Hip Hop Sneakers, Tan tights, Short/Skirt




Intermediate Classes
Ages 8+

Level 3A Ballet
The introduction to our Intermediate levels! This hour
long class will build upon your dancer’s ballet
technique and begin to put all the pieces together to
start helping her flourish into the ballerina she will
become!

Navy leotard and skirt, pink ballet tights, pink ballet
shoes, hair in a slicked back ballet bun

confidence in the Intermediate curriculum!
Attire:
Navy leotard and skirt, pink ballet tights, pink ballet
shoes, hair in a slicked back ballet bun

Pre-pointe*
Must be taken alongside our Intermediate Classical Division
The class to start your dancer’s journey to pointe shoes! This thirty minute class will
incorporate exercises designed to strengthen your ballerina’s feet and ankles to begin prepping
them for pointe shoes. She will learn 3 new exercises each month that she is expected to do at
home everyday. This class is designed to create a daily habit for your ballerina of working on
her strength. Our pointe students are required to have a minimum of one year of Pre-Pointe
before being evaluated for Pointe Shoes.
Attire/Class Needs:
Ballet attire, theraband, block
*This class will not have a dance in the Spring Production.



Intermediate Worship
*Must be taken along with level 3 or level 4 ballet
One of our favorites here! We start our worship classes
by opening our Bibles and learning a devotional which
was written to match our song.

Once you've hit our cap out fee of $1,200/semester, you can add on as
many level 4 classes as desired. Each additional class will come with its
own perforamnce fee/costume.

Our Payment Plan:
Tuition will be automatically broken into 4 equal payments.
Full tuition can be paid upfront, if desired, by January 2oth.
If you do not choose to pay full tuition upfront, we will need an updated card
on file at all times. We will handle processing these payments for you.

So please expect for your card to be automatically drafted on the following
dates:

February 16th
March 16th
April 13th
*Please expect a transaction fee of 3% of total

**If your card declines, please expect an immediate $10 charge. Every 10 days
that the payment continues to decline, another $10 charge will be added to
your account. After 30 days, your dancer will be immediately dropped from her
classes with no refund.



Full Season Payment:

An option for you to pay for the entire season at once. This is only
accepted with cash or check and will not include a discount. This is non-
refundable.

Cards on File Expectations:
All PGD Families must have an updated credit card on record with
Jackrabbit. PGD reserves the right to process payments for tuition that is
past due for a student actively attending classes.

Refunds:

There are NO refunds for paid fees.

Performance fees are not refundable. If the entire performance fee has
been paid and a dancer needs to drop before the show then she will
receive her costume. Once this season is completed, costumes that are
not picked up will be donated to the studio’s costume closet.
